CSEF & Concessional School Fees

Families with a valid, current health care card are eligible to apply for the Camps, Sports,
Excursion Funding and concessional school fees.

The CSEF is paid to schools by the State Government to eligible students. Each eligible
student is entitled to $125 towards camps, sports and excursions.
Concessional fees for eligible students is:

1 child family $ 780.00
2 child family $1196.00
3+child family  $1560.00

Eligible families must complete an application form, available from the school office, and
present their valid, concession card with their completed application form to the school
office.

Families wishing to establish direct debit payments and those families needing to re
establish their direct debit arrangements for 2024 can do so by visiting or contacting the
school office.
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Morning Routines
School Gates open each morning at 8:30am.

Students enter classrooms at 8:50am
Classes begin at 9:00

Teachers are on duty from 8:30 -9:00 am
School gates are locked from 9:00am -3:15pm
